Students, 3 CR Applied: 15 hrs/wk practice, 8 today Students, 2 CR Applied:  10 hrs/wk practice, 5 today


Students, 1 CR Applied:  5 hrs/wk practice, 3 today





How many credits will I have for my lesson?


Credits for private lessons are based on degree path and are a “contract” per CR hour.


Each 1 CR = 5 hrs/wk of contracted practice.


MusicMajors start at 2CR for the principal instrument.  BMUSPerformance move to 3CR the 4th semester.  


BMUSComposition also have a prescribed pattern.  Most other Music Majors will not move to the 3 CR level, but are permitted to.  They may also study at the 1 CR level, but it will take longer to acquire CR necessary to graduate with a degree in Music.  Secondary instruments for Music Majors and Most Music Electives will study for 2 CR.  





CFTA HOURS – music students can enter the building as early as 6:30am starting immediately.  All students are typically asked to leave by midnight, M-F, and as early as 7pm on Saturdays where no events are occurring in the evening.
