The acronym “C-L-A-S-S” may make the Belhaven system easier to remember.





CALL – Call BU Security 601-968-5900. Put this number in speed dial on your phone. If you cannot reach security, call 911 and then continue to call BU Security until you get a live response. Do not leave a voice message.





LOCK – Lock all windows and doors. Close all blinds and curtains if possible. Keep everyone in the room. Barricade the door if you cannot lock from inside the room.





AVOID – Avoid any direct line of sight into the room. Do not be seen. 





SILENCE – Silence is as important as line of sight. Do not draw attention to your location. Silence all cell phones. Remain quiet. 





STAY – Stay in place. Stay quiet and stay as calm as possible until further instruction is given by police officers and/or BU Security.
