“Forgive us our sins, for we ourselves also forgive everyone in debt to us. And do not bring us into temptation.” Luke 11:4





 “’Every time I walk through the doors of the church, I give someone here the chance to forgive me of something.’ 


This is a joyful, happy-hearted servant who can handle the infractions and imperfections of those around her. This is a woman who isn’t overcome with bitterness against others, because her heart is keenly aware of her own daily need of mercy. Because she keeps that knowledge in the forefront of her mind, she’s learned the secret of forgiveness. Her forgiveness of others mirrors what she knows she’s getting from Christ constantly. She’s a living example of Matthew 5:7, which says, ‘The merciful are blessed, for they will be shown mercy.’


I wish I could bottle up what this lady has learned and hand it out to everyone I know, especially those in churches. Sadly, some church members are so hung up on the difficulties and problems that happen under the steeple that we’ve forgotten we’re sinners still being sanctified. We’re still talking about what so-and-so did five years ago and how we just can’t serve her. Instead of forgetting the past and pressing toward the goal of the gospel, we’re hung up on personality clashes and power struggles. In our pride and arrogance, we refuse to forgive. 


We need to realize that when we’re unforgiving, we’re not only disobedient, but we’re wasting precious time – time that could be better spent loving people, preaching Christ crucified, and knowing the deep riches of God. God might use us for something, but our fullest potential for the gospel can’t be fulfilled if we’re caught up in unforgiveness.


Learning to forgive quickly isn’t easy. We must cry out to God for strength. When we stop seeing the offenses of other people as worse than our own sin against God, our defenses will melt. But that’s exactly what we all need – a focus that keeps everything on our desperate need for God.” - From the Journey devotional�
